
2008 Overseas Village Homeowners Association Annual Meeting Minutes

2/20/2008

6:20 meeting called.

Approval of last year’s annual meeting minutes. Larry Shaffer motioned to approve. Kevin Eick seconded. 2007 Annual Meeting Minutes approved. 

Approval of January 18, 2008 meeting minutes motioned by Derrick. Seconded by Kevin. Minutes for January 2008 meeting approved.

Election for 2008 officers. Derrick Johnson re-elected president. Kevin Eick re-elected vice-president.

By-law amendment by Land Trust. By-law Article 3 sub paragraph C – Request to change wording to add “ONLY Land Trust members can be chosen to replace Land Trust vacancies”. Derrick motioned to accept proposed change. Jen Mazzeo seconded. We need to make the change and pass out official copies to residents and board members.

New Land Trust board members for 2008 are Larry Shaffer, Josh Mothner, and Dewey Acker (spelling?). Derrick would like to have emails and contact numbers for the new LT board members.

Financials: 2008 monthly dues will remain at $110 per month per unit. OVHOA had a net income of $1,586.72 for 2007.

Water bill / leak: There was a major leak in the main water line to the 6 historic units behind Petey and Jen’s unit fixed on 1/29. Rhode’s plumbing came out on an emergency call to fix. January water bill was $1800. FKAA will be taking pictures of the repair and will abate part of the water bill amounting to roughly $130. 

The back up in Unit 1 Blanco: Pelican plumbing came out with an in-pipe camera and discovered 3 issues. #1 – blockage of oil/grease/hair. #2 – pipe has a belly, or dip, behind unit 3 possibly due to Hurricane Wilma or bulldozing the traps behind the property. Allen and Derrick are going to dig up the area and Pelican will level, fix the problem and rebury the pipe. #3 – 3rd Generation came out to check the sewage treatment plant and that was running fine. Derrick will write a letter to everyone, specifically Units 1, 2 and 3 stating that there should be NO pouring of oil, grease, or anything that is not supposed to go down the drains in toilets or sinks!!! 

Parking Lot: This month, a truckload of pea rock will be dumped and spread. Derrick will give 48 hour notice to everyone to move vehicles so the pea rock can be spread. Paving was brought up but it was mentioned to not pave just yet. Derrick talked with Nancy at Wyler Engineering regarding sector 3 of the new sewer system the Aqueduct is building for the city. We are in Sector 3 and the new sewer line is going right where the Overseas Village sign is on Louisa Street. 

Other issues: BIG STUFF is again being left outside the dumpster in the parking lot. Whoever has large items to throw away that do NOT fit in the dumpster must call Marathon Garbage Service to have a special pickup. Their phone number is 743-5165. Derrick will send out a notice to every unit regarding this issue. 

There are two vehicles in the property that are just sitting there without tags or with expired tags. Cindy Ecklund’s jeep (expired tag) by the mailboxes and a gray rusted Chevy (to plate or tag) behind Bowyer’s unit. Derrick will give everyone a written notice including the VIN numbers of the cars to everyone. All vehicles must have current tags and registration!! The owners of the vehicles will have 30 days to comply or the vehicles will be towed at owner’s expense.  

Motion to adjourn by Larry. Kevin seconded.
