
Minutes for Overseas Village Homeowners Association Annual Meeting

February 21, 2007

Meeting called to order at 6:10pm. There is a quorum due to the 16 votes held by the Land Trust, rep. Larry Shaffer.

The Land Trust board members affiliated with the Overseas Village Homeowners Association for 2007 are Rick Casey, Larry Shaffer, and Dr. Clarence Fagan.

Rick Casey motion to approve 12/16/06 meeting minutes. Tamara seconded. Motion approved and passed.

Rick motion to approve 1/17/07 meeting minutes. Kevin seconded. Motion approved and passed.

Officer Elections for 2007:

Discussion items / agenda items:

Motion made by Tim C. to remove the two Land Trust votes from the Common Property ballot vote results as it was a homeowner only vote, not an all-member vote and to have a re-vote. Tim C, Kevin, Tamara and Megan all voted to remove the votes by majority vote. Motion passed and results were thrown out and there will be a re-vote.

Motion made by Kevin to have the same ballot previously used with the same wording mailed to all homeowners and homeowners ONLY with the March invoices with the ballots to be tallied at the April Meeting. Only homeowners are to vote. Seconded by Tim C. Motion passed.

Also to be included with the ballots will be the 2006 and 2005 assessments showing the actual numbers we are dealing with as far as the common property goes.  Was mentioned that Derrick / Kevin could go around door to door and try to answer any questions regarding this issue. 

Financial report: nothing is outstanding. The Land Trust loan of $1000 was paid in January. Dee will give Derrick the promissory note PAID IN FULL! Received $2999.50 – Paid out $1619 for a net of $1379

Derrick suggested that we send out another letter to Ecklund regarding past due dues. The bookkeeper was not putting in the $25 late fees properly and it was told that he/she is to put the late fees on the invoices. 

Gate to the common shed was fixed! Thank you guys! The lock to the front gate was fixed per Derrick. Lightpost painting and fixing is in progress about 50% done. 

Still need to do:

Get estimates for rolling fence – at least 2 quotes.

Gravel entrance – get at least 2 quotes – 10’ wide and flaired 

Black car McEldrey – car is re-registered and there is something in the works to get the tire fixed. 

Board is to send letter to Unit 1 – Must pass any major exterior work through the Architectural Committee for approval before starting any work. Rick said he would write the letter and submit for Derrick’s approval.

Other items:

Ecklund – too many cars – renting? We as association cannot go and interrogate. Her washing machine is still an issue. She has been told to move it before. We can’t go onto property and have no power to fine. We can only place a lien if money is owed. Derrick is to ask Rick that if under 5.14 Declarations – Failure to comply with exterior requirements, can we set up a fine schedule for that.

Landscaping: Rick made motion to move to next meeting. Kevin seconded. Landscaping will be agenda item for March meeting.

Rick made a motion to adjourn meeting. Megan seconded. Meeting adjourned at 7:15 pm.
