
APRIL 2007 Overseas Village Homeowners Association Meeting Minutes

Meeting called at 6:15pm. One last minute agenda item to be added – common property element to Unit 7 & 8 and Old Hwy 4a. Larry motioned to approve new agenda item, Maria Trone 2nd.

Common Property Vote: Results for 1st question to change language in documents to make common property taxes equal shares – 11 yes votes 0 no votes. Question passed, we now will be paying equal shares for the common property taxes. 2nd question – make the change retroactive – 11 yes / 0 no.  Question passed and nobody owes extra or will receive refund for 2005. 

Water Bills: There are 2 meters feeding Overseas Village. One meter located by Blanco Unit 1 feeds 7 Units: 3 Historic Units 1-3 and Land Trust Units 4-5a.  The second meter by Unit 11 Bowyer feeds the other 6 historic units on Charnie Lane. Both are on commercial rates but there is no difference between commercial and residential rates. The first meter by Unit 1 is a 1” meter with a base charge of $27.21. The second meter is 5/8” pipe and has a base charge of $10.89. Derrick initiated the reduction of “Meter 1” from 1 inch to 5/8 inch as there is no cost to change. The original bill stated 27 units but that was just an administrative detail that was corrected and we should now be zoned residential and not commercial. Will follow up with Barry at FKAA.

Meter 1 feeding historic units 1-3 and Land Trust Units bill has been running $150 - $200 a month or +/- $25 per unit. Meter 2 feeding Charnie Lane has been running $530 - $580 a month or +/- $90 per unit. Derrick spoke with Barry (supervisor at FKAA) and walked the property. They shut off water at each house temporarily to check for leaks and there were no leaks in the houses. Please check your faucets, toilets, spickets etc for drips or running leaks. They found 2 leaks (one major and one minor) Derrick fixed the leaks before the cutoff. This month’s water bill was lower but not much lower. We will see next month.

Also, pulled water line plans and they stop at Petey’s house. Derrick was going to get with Rick Eldersma, the 2nd owner of the property, to see if he had an idea as to where the lines were placed. Also, Singh might have had them moved. Per FKAA, 1st hire a private contractor to find the pipes. If they can’t find, the Aquaduct will try. Get with Wyler Engineering for “As Built” Drawings or contractor themselves. Waiting on call back from Wyler as well as Tyler from the Singh Co and Botsford Builders (contractors). 

Plants for Common Property: Jeanine not here to bring plant suggestions. Looking for other volunteers to look up non-evasive plants. Liz, landscaper for Singh, would come out and suggest things and will get in touch with Dee or Derrick. 

Electric Bill Common Property: Kevin spoke with Tim C and got some info. We are registered as commercial which is a bit higher than residential. As they see it, we a commercial entity as our account draws interest. Need to verify that with Dee. If it does not draw interest, we can be residential. HOA under FL statutes should have no interest gained on accounts. Once verified, we will pursue it w/ FKEC to change to residential. Rick to write a letter to FKEC stating that we are residential and have accounts that do not draw interest or income from interest.

Sub-Leasing / Co-Leasing: Correct term is Co-Leasing – you reside in one part and rent out the other at the same time. This is illegal in Marathon. These units are meant to be single family homes. Derrick will draft a letter to Jeanine about this as she told Derrick in person that she is renting part of her unit. Ecklund (Unit 10) already has a letter regarding this. Trone (Unit 9) has interns staying at part of her unit but they still fall under the Co-Leasing. Anyone who is leasing in any unit must apply through the Land Trust and Board. Another letter is to be written to Ecklund concerning two different families living in her units. 

Trash issues: Blanco (Unit 1) is to call MGS specifically to pickup her water heater that is by the dumpster. Treatment plant across the street is occasionally overflowing and  we should call code compliance when that happens. 

Coastal Construction is not parking outside nor on our property any more. The supervisor on site was contacted and nothing happened. Then the district mgr Keith was reached in Miami and he was very upset and has taken care of the problem. The district mgr will also take care of any property damage that his workers caused. 

In regards to the gravel entrance, Rick has a friend named Bob who we will get a quote from to pave the entrance. Blanco requested that we get a rough estimate on paving the entire gravel area. 

Parking issue: People are parking where they shouldn’t. Bowyer’s tenant is parking in the middle of Bowyer and Griffin units and he was asked to park in a normal parking spot and still parks there. There is to be no parking in between Bowyer and Griffin’s units. Also, Bowyer and Ecklund were asked to stagger their cars on Charnie Lane when parked so other cars can get out. 

Non-Compliance Units 1 & 10: Unit 1 Blanco painted one wall of her unit yellow. She asked before and was denied and must remain the original color. Any exterior improvements must have written approval by the Architectural Committee. Declarations Article 9 Paragraph 16 – Exterior of all units must stay the same. Two things: Blanco must return the wall to the original color and any further improvements must be written out and brought to the Architectural Committee. 

Larry motioned to give Blanco 60 days to correct the problem. Petey seconded. If not compliant, Association will get a contractor to paint the wall and charge Blanco + 25% . Per Art 8 Paragraph 6 Sub C – If anything is non-compliant, resident must remedy the situation within 30 days. If still not in compliance, the Committee has the right to remove and / or change the problem and charge the resident / unit to repay the association via a special assessment + 25%.

Unit #10 Ecklund Washer & Dryer. Issued final notice last week. If not remedied within 30 days from notice, the Association will move the washer and dryer to the proper location and charge Ecklund all costs. Rick motioned to approve. Larry seconded. 

Financials: Net income for year is $2,241.29.

Maintenance issues: Gravel drive – getting estimates. Rolling fence – no calls back on estimate requests. In the meantime, we should move to the sewer area until further notice so it doesn’t get damaged and is not an eyesore. 

Blanco/Hernandez had a blockage in the main water pipe between unit 3 and units 1 and 2. Allen had no backup. Blanco said the plumbers came out and there were “balloons” that caused the blockage. If blocking more than one unit, it falls in the common area pipe and the association will take care of the bill. Rick motioned to pay. Larry seconded. The association will pay for the plumber’s bill. Bill was handed to Rick Casey to give to Dee to pay. 

Tree Unit #8 McEldrey at the corner of her property to Unit 9 Trone – the trunk split and the tree is leaning on Trone’s fence. Derrick will contact the city to see if they can remove and not cost us money since it is a protected species. 

Petey brought up that the sewer plant meter was to be put up on supports and have a concrete base rather than just the pvc pipes and attached to the fence as on previous minutes. We will look into wording on the contract or work order. 

Old Hwy 4A: Overseas Lounge is contesting ownership of Old Hwy 4A which cuts over Derrick’s and McEldrey’s yards as well as the common element between including the walls and landscaping around the front gate. Overseas Lounge is petitioning the state. However the state abandoned the Hwy 50 years ago. The walls were built by Mr. Eldersma in 1960 after he petitioned to get his half of the right of way of Old Hwy 4A. City claimed it from County on a quick claim deed. Rick will find out our rights as the attorney for Overseas Lounge is the same attorney for the Land Trust. In order to get land, need to present the motion to City Council. Need to get packet with information and old surveys and present it at the next council meeting to gain interest and get council to put on agenda at a later meeting.
