Board Meeting Minutes for October 17, 2007

No Minutes from September meeting as there were only 2 people present so no meeting was held. 

Motion to approve July meeting minutes by Derrick. Seconded by Larry. Motion passed.

Maintenance updates:

Rolling gate completely fixed. There was enough money in the account to cover the costs.

Light bulbs have been replaced in all light posts.

Working on fixing lamp behind Bowyer’s unit. Need an electrical expert. We are getting Marathon Electric to come out.

Front gate area – there is a white topper on one of the concrete pilings that needs to be fixed. Liquid nails, etc to reattach it. Will be done in December.

Bottoms to light posts that are “broken” where the access panels to electrical wiring need to be fixed. Will be done as soon as we figure it out.

More pea rock was dumped at the gravel entrance. Might get another load.

Still waiting on the sewer system. The county is looking at this area now. If the road is going to be repaved, then it will wait until that happens.

Other items:

Another ton of pea rock for the gravel drive is requested. Derrick motions to buy it. Larry and Kevin both second it. Jimbo will spread it out.

The old weed eater has been taken out of service and is no longer available for association use due to lack of up keep of it.

No trespass / beware of dog signs:

Motion to get 3 signs for No Trespassing (one for each entrance / exit of community)

Article 9.3 says that there is to be no sign of  any kind in common property however there have been exceptions in the past. Resident Tim Caba requested to get a “Beware of Dog” sign as AT&T entered his property and left the gate wide open after they left allowing their dog to run out. Signs can be placed at the discretion of the board. Also self-latching gate hardware and spring loaded gates is another option.

For annual meeting: We need to record how the common property tax is to be divided up (in writing). Any other changes to declarations and by-laws NEED TO BE DONE AND PUT TO A VOTE AT THE FEBRUARY ANNUAL MEETING!! All items will be done at one time!

FKAA water costs on par per capita however slightly elevated. Suggestions are water efficient toilets, check all sinks and outside faucets for drips. Also there is a program with the FKAA that offers a $100 cash back incentive on water efficient toilets!! Check with FKAA for full details!!

Financials:

Balance of $8200 in bank. P/L after expenses is $1038 which is right on track. $1700 in reserve + extra in bank. Do we want to add this to the reserve?
