

Overseas Village Homeowners Association Meeting Minutes for March 2007

Meeting called at 6:02pm

Larry motioned to approve February minutes. Derrick 2nd. February minutes approved.

Those in attendance received a quick snapshot of the 2005 & 2006 common property tax assessment breakdowns. Everyone was reminded that the Common Property Tax Ballots will be counted at the April meeting. Larry said only 5 have been submitted as of the meeting. 

Common Property keep-up. There has been a lot of litter around the property. It was suggested that everyone chip in and help keep our little community clean. Rick mentioned that we will include a memo with the April invoices regarding this issue. Also we are NOT to put hazardous materials nor excessively large items in the dumpster. Derrick will send Rick details on MGS requirements / allowments. The City Marina might accept hazardous materials. 

Sub-Leasing….Article 10 states that tenants are allowed to rent after they have made their home their primary residence for at least one year. After one year, they are allowed to rent out. The renters need to be income qualified as well. Article 9.1 and 9.2 states that all tenants who are renting must apply with the Land Trust and qualify to be able to live in Overseas Village. Jeanine Bowyer and John and Marie are renting part of their residence as of right now. Possibly more. Derrick will research this issue and get a copy of the moderate income housing regulations. An agenda item for April will be to revisit the sub-leasing issue. If subleasing is allowed, we will discuss additional charges and payment schedules and for the board to set the guidelines for this. 

Proxy Voting for Unit 8 McEldrey was transferred to Derrick Johnson. This is okayed and is on file at the Land Trust Office. 

Water Bill. There are 2 water meters. “9 units” including the 4 Land Trust units are on one meter and “6 units” (historic units) are on the other. FKAA views as commercial. We need to get them to come and see that we are a residential area and possibly change both meters over to residential. Petey talked to Megan at FKAA and they should be changing the meters to show current number of units on both accounts. We need to get FKAA to update the records for Overseas Village with 7 units with the Land Trust units and 6 historic units. Motion made by Kevin to revisit the water bill after more info is attained. Tim Caba seconded. Derrick will investigate the account situation on the meters. Possible vote on making separate water bill / charges per unit for each meter. 

Common Property Electric account. Tim Caba will check on meter # and get back with the association as to if it is a commercial or residential and any differences there may be. 

Financials. 1/1/07 – 3/21/07. Income 4529.50 Expenses 2856.97 Net income 1672.53

Maintenance. Gravel Entrance had gravel added to temporarily get rid of the pot holes. Rick knows someone who we can get an estimate for paving that entrance. We also need to find out if we need a licensed contractor to do this repair and others. It was mentioned it would be in our best interest to get a licensed contractor for insurance purposes. Jeanine is going to get a list of non-evasive plants that we can use for the common property.

Sewer Treatment. Update on 3rd Generation repairs. One big problem known by old company since 2004 and early 2005 in the  inside main tank. The air pipe is broken above the water line. $390 to fix. They are allowed to cut hole in top of concrete and tank to gain access. They put in a rubber coupling to allow more give and take on the pipe. Secondly, 55 gallon drum for acid was empty. 3rd Gen had to find out what we needed for Mid Flock Pump 1803. 10 Gallon. $335. Need to order and verify first. Thirdly, replace and raise the duplex control panel. The old one was corroding on the bottom so we have to replace it and will raise it and mount on the fence with a concrete base. $1790 for new panel, permits etc. This was done the week after the meeting in March. We had the funds for all this in the account so no surcharges were needed. 

Caba Unit 4 will submit plans for improvements for the front exterior of his house to the committee for approval.
