
Overseas Village Homeowners Association Meeting Minutes for May 16, 2007

Attendees: Larry Shaffer, Derrick Johnson, Kevin Eick, Petey Griffin, John Trone

Meeting called to order 6:10pm.

Kevin motioned to approve April meeting minutes…Petey seconded

Financials: Derrick requested that the accountant give us a monthly breakdown of expenses and income. Derrick would like a breakdown the dues for balances owed and months behind for each unit. Also, it is being requested that we have our reserve account (for unexpected needs like sewer, 3rd Gen, Ernest Rhodes etc) SEPARATE from the checking account. If we need extra in checking or vice versa, just transfer funds.

Water bills: YTD total bills are $687, $722, $697, $718, $691….no big noticeable differences. Larry mentioned to ask Rick about the Seacrest water bill if we can see the numbers and compare them. 

Also, we should contact Sunshine (1-800-432-4770) for locating underground water lines. They do work for FKEC and others and locate gas, water and electric lines underground. They might be able to help us locate all of our underground water lines as to where they go. We also might issue a mandate to turn off the main water for a period of time say early evening to see if anyone outside of Overseas Village calls FKAA for not having water….just an idea to find out if our lines feed anyone outside of our community. 

Plants: For US1 entrance by gate, just an idea, pull out existing stuff, put in some 4-5 ft high red/purple plants with multiple stems and some dwarf ixoras which are drought resistant and are 1-2ft tall with dark leaves and multiple colors available. We need to get a list together of approved plants and give to Kevin to get costs from Home Depot.

Parking: There was no access to Charnie Lane for a couple days due to parking in the wrong places. There were notices given out to Bowyer’s tenant and Gina’s son. Also Jeanine and Dana were given a notice to get rid of the mulch occupying parking areas by Ecklund. We also need to keep a record of who got notices and that we won’t be asking again and will tow the vehicle at owner’s expense. Derrick motioned that we get a quote from Home Depot on the costs of putting 2 double sided No Parking / Tow Away Zone signs in between Units 7 and 11. 

Updates on previous issues with Units 1 & 10: Unit 1 corrected the paint job, but Larry said Melissa is not happy about it. Unit 10, per March meeting, sent a letter giving her 30 days to move the washer/dryer and it still hasn’t been done. We will give her one last chance and then OVHOA will get someone to move it to the proper location and charger her for all costs plus 25%  as allowed in HOA documents. The money might have to come out of reserves initially and when she pays it back, it will go back into the reserves. If she doesn’t pay, we can place a lien on the property and / or take her to court. 

Maintenance: Rolling Gate is approx 2hr fix. Derrick has a parts list of +/- $100 to fix it and is looking for a place that carries the parts. 

Parking lot entrance – no quotes yet. Derrick called Coastal construction but hasn’t gotten a call back. 

Overseas Village at MM6: Petey brought to Derrick’s attention that there is a development with the same name as us. Derrick will look into this in more detail as to what their exact name is. It is a new development from Flagler Real Estate Services. 

Hwy 4A – Talked with Frank Greenman. City code is current. City owned highway abandoned  and from the center line towards our property is ours.
